Borla Performance Cat-Back™ exhaust systems (PNs 140999, 141000BC/CFBA, and 141001) are designed for the
Chevrolet Silverado/GMC Sierra 1500, equipped with a 6.2L V8 engine and 2WD or 4WD automatic transmis-
sion. 147.4” wheelbase.

Borla Performance Cat-Back™ exhaust system (PN 141005) is designed for the Chevrolet Silverado 1500 ZR2 /
GMC Sierra 1500 AT4X, equipped with a 6.2L V8 engine and 4WD automatic transmission.

Note: It is our recommendation that you use a hoist or hydraulic lift to facilitate the installation of your new
Borla Performance Exhaust System.

Taking all under car safety precautions, lift the vehicle using a hoist or hydraulic lift. Once this has been
done, you may begin the removal of your old exhaust system from your vehicle.

Note: Before removing the original exhaust system from your vehicle, please compare the parts you have
received with the bill of materials provided on the previous page to assure that you have all the parts neces-
sary for the installation of your new Borla Performance Exhaust System. /

Note: With a used vehicle, we suggest a penetrating spray lubricant to be applied liberally
to all exhaust fasteners and allowing a significant period of time for the chemical to lubri-
cate the threads before attempting to disassemble.

Original Exhaust System Removal

1. Lubricate all hangers, rubber isolators, bolts and nuts.

2. Loosen and remove the hardware from the L/H tailpipe rubber isolator as-

sembly (Fig. 1). Save this hardware for installation of your Borla system.

3. Loosen and remove hardware from L/H tailpipe flange near the differential
(Fig. 2).

4. Remove L/H tailpipe from vehicle and remove rubber isolator assembly

from tailpipe (Fig. 3). Save this rubber isolator assembly for installation of

your Borla system.

5. Cut with a reciprocating saw directly in front of the muffler assembly (Fig.
4).

6. Loosen and remove hardware on R/H tailpipe rubber isolator assembly and

remove the assembly from the R/H tailpipe (Fig. 5). Save this hardware

and rubber isolator assembly for installation of your Borla system.

7. Disconnect the electrical connector and remove the wiring harness from
the bracket (Figs. 6-7).
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Original Exhaust System Removal Cont’d

Using a flathead screwdriver or a pry bar, remove the muffler assembly

hangers from their rubber isolators (Fig. 8).

Using a muffler stand or an additional person, carefully remove the muf-
fler and R/H tailpipe assembly, bringing it towards the front of the vehicle
(Figs. 9-10).

Loosen the half-moon clamp on the front of the front pipe assembly. Then,
using a flathead screwdriver or prybar, remove the front pipe hanger from
its rubber isolator and remove the front pipe assembly from the vehicle
(Fig. 11).

Make a mark and cut the stock Y-Pipe 2.75” from the R/H catalytic con-
verter (Fig. 12). There should be a 2.75” section of straight pipe after the
catalytic converter after you make the cut. Do not remove the catalytic

converter from the vehicle or modify it in any way.

Make a mark and cut the stock Y-Pipe 2.25” from the L/H catalytic con-
verter (Fig. 13). There should be a 2.25” section of straight pipe after the
catalytic converter after you make the cut. Do not remove the catalytic

converter from the vehicle or modify it in any way.

Loosen and remove the hardware connecting the valve actuator to the muf-
fler assembly, then remove the valve actuator from the assembly (Fig. 12).

Keep hardware and actuator for installation on your Borla system.

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Borla Performance Cat-Back ™
Exhaust System Installation

1. Orient components on shop floor according to the Borla bill of materials
drawings on page 2.

2. Place a clamp over the expanded end of the I/H Front Pipe and insert the
inlet to the cut stock Y-Pipe (Fig. 15). Do not tighten the clamp.

3. Place a clamp over the expanded end of the R’H Front Pipe and insert the
inlet to the cut stock Y-Pipe (Fig. 16). Do not tighten the clamp.

4. Place a clamp over the expanded end of the L/H Front Extension Pipe and
insert the inlet to the L/H Front Pipe (Fig. 17). Do not tighten the clamp.

5. Place a clamp over the L/H Front Extension Pipe and R/H Front Pipe (Fig.
18).

6. Insert the expanded ends of the Muffler Assembly to the L/H Front Exten-
sion Pipe and R/H Front Pipe. Slide the clamps over the expanded por-
tion of the Muffler Assembly and insert the hanger into the rubber isolator

(Fig. 19). Do not tighten the clamps.

7. Using original hardware, install the original valve actuator to the simulator
assembly on the Borla R/H Intermediate Pipe Assembly (Figs. 20-21). En-
sure that the straight portions of the spring lock into the notches on the top
portion of the Borla simulator assembly.

Exhaust System Installation Cont’d

8. Place a clamp over the expanded end of the R/H Intermediate Pipe Assem-
bly and insert the inlet to the Muffler Assembly. Insert the hanger into
the rubber isolator and reconnect the electrical connector to the valve actu-
ator (Fig. 22). Do not tighten the clamp.

9. Place a clamp over the expanded end of the L/H Intermediate Pipe Assem-
bly and insert the inlet to the Muffler Assembly. Insert the hanger into
the rubber isolator (Fig. 23). Do not tighten the clamp.

10. Not shown: Reinstall the tailpipe rubber isolator assemblies removed dur-
ing stock removal to their locations on the vehicle.

11. Place a clamp over the expanded end of the R/H Tailpipe Assembly, insert
the hanger into the original rubber isolator and insert the inlet to the R'H
Intermediate Pipe Assembly (Fig. 24). Tailpipe outlet shape may vary
from that shown, depending on part number purchased. Do not tighten the

clamp.

12. Place a clamp over the expanded end of the Cross-Over Pipe and insert
the inlet to the L/H Intermediate Pipe Assembly (Fig. 25). Do not tighten

the clamp.
13. Place a clamp over the expanded end of the L/H Tailpipe Assembly, insert

the hanger into the original rubber isolator and insert the inlet to the Cross-
Over Pipe (Fig. 26). Do not tighten the clamp.

14. 140999 only: Place tailpipe outlets into valance tips (Fig. 27).

15. Once position has been determined to be correct, tighten the Accuseal
clamps to 32-35 ft. lbs.

16. Before starting your vehicle, make sure to check all wires, hoses, brake
lines, body parts and tires for safe clearance from the exhaust system.

17. Start the vehicle and check for any leaks. If any leaks are found, determine
cause (such as loose or incorrectly positioned clamp) and repair as neces-

sary.

Exhaust System Installation: 141000BC/CFBA and
141001 Quad-Tip Systems

1. Loosen and remove the pictured hardware on the L/H and R/H valance tips
(Figs. 28-30).

2. The bolt pictured in Fig. 28 may require an air wrench to remove due to
limited clearance.

3. Valance tip removed (Fig. 31).

4. Place a Half-Moon Clamp on the outlet of the R/H Tailpipe Assembly.
Mate the Tip Assembly to the R/H Tailpipe Assembly and snug the clamp
(Figs. 32-33).

5. Repeat step 4 for L/H Tailpipe Assembly and Tip Assembly.

6. Please note that you may rotate and adjust the tip assemblies for optimal
fitment.

7. Once position has been determined to be correct, tighten the Accuseal
clamps to 32-35 ft. Ibs.

8. Before starting your vehicle, make sure to check all wires, hoses, brake
lines, body parts and tires for safe clearance from the exhaust system.

9. Start the vehicle and check for any leaks. If any leaks are found, determine
cause (such as loose or incorrectly positioned clamp) and repair as neces-

sary.
